Before requesting service for this unit, check the table for a possible cause of problem. You
may eliminate problems and restore the proper operation after checking out the following
table and doing some minor adjustment on your part.

Problem

Possible Reason

Solution

No picture, no
audio.

Power not connected.

Check the power wire connection.

The unit is not switched on.

Press the “POWER” button.

The unit is in stand-by mode.

Press the “POWER” button.

The number of
DVB-T channels is
not as much as
we expected.

Number of available channels
is limited due to local broad-

casting system. The available

channels can vary depending

on the area.

Perform “Auto Search” or “Manual
Search” to rescan all the channels.

The signal quality of some TV
channels is too low.

Use active antennas instead of passive
antennas for better reception quality.

Some TV channels are not
available.

Only the locally free broadcasted
channels can be viewed. They can differ
depending on the area. Please check
with your local DVB-T service provider.

The full DVB-T-function IR remote control and IR sensor are optionally available (C3-IRSET).
With the remote control, the DVB-T functions can be used on the rear-seat-entertainment
output of the dvbLOGIC even when the navigation is not in dvbLOGIC mode. If switched to
OEM modes while using the DVB-T-functions, the dvbLOGIC keeps working.
