Unitinstallation requirements

1. Some necessary tools indeed: plastic knives, spanner, Philip's & slot
type screwdriver, large towels, gloves, shoe covers, plastic anti-static carpet,
clean cloth, etc.

2. Wiring should not interfere OEM wiring, prevent the cable be broken or cut.
3. Navigation installed, should thoroughly inspect wiring.

4. Search for car audio power fuses, usually used as a blue 10 amp.

5. Handbrake test line must be connected to the ground side of the
handbrake switch.

6. Looking for a suitable place to install the rear view camera next to
the license plate.

7. Radio antenna and GPS antenna should be separated from ECU,
prevent signal be interfered.

8. The placement of the first multi-disc CD player should confirm the
strength of the surface mounted CD player, CD player fixed to avoid or
quit suddenly stopped working.

9. |Ifthere are steering wheel control interface or OEM Can-Bus interface
in the car, connect the output of the VTR control line to ground wire.
